Bullying Prevention Basic Policy

Introduction

In order to overcome the problem of bullying and prevent bullying, based on the provisions of Article 13 of the "Act
on Promotion of Measures to Prevent Bullying" (hereinafter referred to as the "Act"), in addition, taking into
consideration the "Basic Policy for Preventing Bullying" and the "lbaraki Prefecture Basic Policy for Preventing
Bullying" (hereinafter referred to as the "Basic Policy of the Prefecture"), our school has formulated the "Ibaraki
Prefectural Yuki First High School Bullying Prevention Basic Policy" (hereinafter referred to as "Yuki First High
School's Basic Policy") for preventing bullying.

Based on this "Yuki First High School Basic Policy", we will seriously work to prevent bullying in cooperation with
the school, local residents, families, and other concerned parties, so we ask for the understanding and cooperation
of everyone involved with our school.
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1 Basic policy on measures to prevent bullying
(Basic Principle)

Bullying significantly infringes on the right to education of students who have been bullied, and not only has a serious
impact on their mental and physical growth and the formation of their character, but also poses a threat to their lives
and bodies.

Therefore, at our school, to ensure that all students do not engage in bullying and do not allow bullying to go
unnoticed, we take measures, which try to aim at helping students fully understand that bullying is an unforgivable act
that seriously affects the mind and body of students who have been bullied, to prevent bullying.

(Prohibition of bullying)
Students must not engage in bullying.
(Responsibilities of Schools and Staff)

Recognizing that it is especially important to protect the lives of students who have been bullied, parents and relevant
authorities should work together to ensure that bullying does not take place and that all students are safe in their studies and
other activities. In cooperation with the school, the entire school will work to prevent and detect bullying at an early stage, and
if bullying is suspected, the problem will be dealt with appropriately and promptly, and efforts will be made to resolve it and
prevent its recurrence.

2 Matters that form the basis of measures to prevent bullying, etc.
(1) Basic measures

7. Prevention of bullying

(77) One of the school's most important goals is to "nurture minds such as caring for others, cooperative minds, and moving
hearts.” work systematically.

() In order to cultivate a sense of morality in students, enhance their sense of self-worth and ability to understand empathy,
and foster their ability to develop heart-to-heart human relationships, we will strive to enhance moral education and
experiential activities through a variety of educational activities, and provide concrete examples. Systematically incorporate
appropriate instructional content into the annual plan.

(2) Encourage the creation of “bonds” between students, make the homeroom a “place” where students can talk about
anything, and strive to create a human relationship and environment that does not lead to bullying.

(T) Create and share a checklist for detecting bullying, etc., and implement it with all staff.



(#) Support student council activities voluntarily conducted by students to prevent bullying, while coordinating with parents and
related organizations.

4 Measures for early detection of bullying

(77) Bullying investigation, etc.

Recognizing that bullying occurs behind the scenes, conduct regular surveys of enrolled students to detect bullying at an
early stage.

() Bullying counseling system

We will establish a counseling system as follows so that students and parents can consult about bullying.

(2 Establishment of a school bullying counseling service

(2) Securing and improving the quality of human resources engaged in measures to prevent bullying

Implement training on measures to prevent bullying as part of the annual plan, and improve the quality of staff involved in
preventing bullying.

r7. Countermeasures against bullying through the Internet

In order for students and parents to prevent and effectively deal with bullying through the Internet, information morality
workshops, etc. will be held as necessary enlightenment activities.

7 . Establishment of the “Yuki First High school Bullying Prevention Council”, an organization for measures to
prevent bullying, etc.

In order to effectively prevent bullying, etc., a "bullying prevention countermeasures meeting" will be established to
perform the following functions.

Information is shared at regular meetings, and held whenever bullying incidents occur.

4 Measures against bullying

(7) If you receive a consultation about bullying, promptly grasp the actual situation.

() In the event that bullying is confirmed, in order to stop the bullying and prevent its recurrence, support the
student/guardian who was bullied, provide guidance to the child who bullied, and provide guidance to the parent/guardian.
advice on an ongoing basis.

(*2) When it is deemed necessary for students who have been bullied to receive education with peace of mind, measures will
be taken to have them study in separate rooms, etc. for a certain period of time in cooperation with their guardians.

(T) Take necessary measures to share information on bullying cases with relevant guardians so as not to cause disputes
between those involved in bullying.



(#) Deal with bullying that should be treated as a criminal act in cooperation with the board of education and the police
station in charge.

(3) Response to serious situations

If there is a suspicion that the student has suffered serious damage to life, mind and body, or has been forced to be absent
from school for a considerable period of time, the following measures will be taken.

(77) Promptly report to the Ibaraki Prefectural Board of Education that a serious situation has occurred.

() In consultation with the Board of Education, conduct an investigation in response to the matter.

(*2) Regarding the results of the above investigation, the facts and other necessary information will be appropriately provided
to the child/guardian who has been bullied.

(T) Report the results of the above investigation to the Governor of Ibaraki Prefecture through the Board of Education.

(4) Points to consider in school evaluation

In order to grasp the actual situation of bullying and take appropriate measures against bullying without concealing bullying,
add the following two items to the school evaluation items and appropriately evaluate the efforts of the school.

(7) Matters related to early detection of bullying.

(4) Matters related to efforts to prevent the recurrence of bullying.
